Twenty-Seventh Sunday in Ordinary Time
October 6, 2024

Dear Parishioners,

This weekend, we begin our Religious Education pro-
gram, which every child of our parish is expected to
attend every year, from preparing for their First Holy
Communion to receiving the Sacrament of Confirma-
tion. Our religious education program supplements the
primary educators of the Faith to the children - the
parents. It’s no secret that many parents have not
come with their children to Mass during the past three
months, since the end of last year’s Religious Educa-
tion program. My hope and prayer is that this changes,
beginning NOW - this weekend. Yes, it will be man-
datory for every child to attend Mass every week-
end as part of Religious Education, but even more
than this obligation, we want to help the children (and
parents) understand why it is so important to attend
Mass every weekend. The purpose of our lives is to
know, love, and serve the Lord while here on earth, so
to be with Him forever in Heaven. This Saturday,
October 12th, is the Feast Day of a young man who
understood his purpose in life. Blessed Carlo Acutis
was born in London, England, on May 3, 1991 to pa-
rents from Milan, Italy. He was a pious child, attending
daily Mass, frequently praying the rosary, and making
weekly confessions. Carlo’s mother, Antonia Salzano,
said that, “Jesus was the center of his day. He really
had Jesus in his heart, really the pureness”. Priests
and nuns would tell her that the Lord had a special plan
for her son. Carlo did little things with faithfulness,
love and joy. He was filled with a burning love for the
Lord, especially in the Eucharist. His friends remember
him saying, “Every day I live the Holy Communion as
a constant dialogue with Jesus, as an authentic hope.
The Eucharist is my freeway to heaven!” Carlo Acutis
is most remembered for documenting Eucharistic
miracles from all over the world, dating back from
medieval times right up to those that took place just a
few years ago. All of his work is available on a website
that he built before he died. In addition to his love for
the Lord and his programming and computer skills,
Carlo loved to play video games and soccer. He also
had a great love for others. His mother said: “His
immense generosity made him interested in everyone:
the foreigners, the handicapped, children, beggars. To
be close to Carlo was to be close to a fountain of fresh
water”. Carlo was continually filled with joy and was
very kind and generous to those around him. Carlo
said: “Think of Jesus as one among you, your best
[friend or your brother, as well as a man who needs

your help. To me being a Christian is to observe the
world and bring my joy, my strength to others...If you
see a friend struggling, help him or her, don’t leave
them alone, don’t close your eyes”. After being diag-
nosed with leukemia, Carlo offered all his suffering up
for the Church and for the Pope. During his illness, he
said: “I’'m happy to die because I've lived my life
without wasting even a minute of it doing things that
wouldn 't have pleased God”. Carlo died of leukemia at
the age of 15 years old. Blessed Carlos Acutis, pray

NO SEPARATION

“Therefore let no man separate what God has
joined.” —Mark 10:9

Jesus does not want husband and wife to be
separated. Also, He became indignant at His
disciples for separating some children from Him
(Mk 10:14). Furthermore, Jesus does not want
parents separated from their children. Let no
overtime, lifestyle, day care, extracurricular
activities, school, or other responsibilities
separate what God has joined together. Moreover,
Jesus does not want family members separated
from each other by TV, overwork,
communication breakdown, and independent
lifestyles. Jesus even refuses to separate
Christians from their enemies (see Mt 13:30).

The Lord does not want sexual relations separated
from marriage (see Col 3:5). In addition, Jesus,
the Author of Life (Acts 3:15), does not want
sperm and egg separated through contraception or
sterilization. He does not want marriage separate
from childbearing, nor childbearing separated
from making these children disciples for Jesus.
The Lord abhors the separation of a newly created
human being from the womb of its mother. Let no
one separate by abortion a baby from its mother.

Finally, let no one separate Christians from one
another. The Lord has joined us to Him and to
one another in Baptism (1 Cor 12:13). We are
brothers and sisters in Him. We must live in real
Christian community and not in worldly isolation
and individualism (see Heb 10:25). Let nothing
separate what God has joined.

Prayer: Father, by my life may I never choose
separation from You forever (see Mt 25:32).
