Thirty-Third Sunday in Ordinary Time
November 17, 2024

Dear Parishioners,

As we continue in this month of November
dedicated to praying for the deceased, we must
also look at those moments before a person
passes away. The situation may arise in which
we are called upon to make "End of Life"
decisions for a loved one. As Catholics, we
believe that every human life is sacred, and
therefore, deserves our care and protection.
With this principle in mind, we want to make
sure that we make the right and moral deci-
sions with regards to those with a terminal
illness or with any serious infirmity. The
worldly, secular, and increasingly more popu-
lar response these days to human suffering is to
use a phrase like "quality of life", with the end
result being possibly euthanasia or assisted
suicide. We do not believe in this type of
response as disciples of Jesus Christ. We
believe that suffering should be embraced, not
avoided, as Jesus Himself showed us by em-
bracing the Cross, and then teaching us all to
do the same. At the same time, when a loved
one is being kept alive through "extraordinary
means”, we can choose to forsake treatments
that would prolong the inevitable. For exam-
ple, one could be on a respirator, and once they
are taken off the respirator, they die naturally.
This would be morally acceptable because of
the "extraordinary means" involved, of keeping
the loved one alive through a machine that is
doing the breathing for the person. On the flip
side, there was a famous case that happen back
in 2005 with Terri Schiavo in Florida. Terri
had been diagnosed as being in a "persistent
vegetative state". Even though her parents
fought to take care of her, her husband had her
feeding tube removed, thus causing her to
starve to death. In this case, the feeding tube
was "ordinary means" that was keeping Tetri
alive, and therefore, it was wrong and immoral

to remove it. If the situation does unfortunately
arise where a loved one is close to death, and a
decision needs to be made, please know that
you can come to me as your Pastor for gui-
dance. God bless!

HE IS NEAR” (MK 13:29)

“Then men will see the Son of Man coming in
the clouds with great power and glory. He will
dispatch His angels and assemble His chosen.”
—Mark 13:26-27

In these last two weeks of the Church year, the
Church pays special attention to the Second
Coming of Christ. Focusing on Jesus’ return in
power is critical for our life in Christ and our
spiritual well-being.

Some readers of One Bread, One Body live in
foreign countries and are actively persecuted for
their faith in Jesus. Some of our foreign printers

and distributors risk their lives regularly to spread
God’s Word. If you “face death every day” (1 Cor

15:31) for your life of courageous faith, be
encouraged. The Lord Jesus will always have the
final word. Your Redeemer lives, and your eyes
will see Him (Jb 19:25, 27). “He is near, even at
the door” (Mk 13:29; Rv 3:20), and you will see
Him coming with great power and glory to
vindicate you (Mk 13:26-27). “Stand erect and
hold your heads high, for your deliverance is near
at hand” (Lk 21:28).

For those who don’t live for the Lord, Jesus’
Second Coming will not be humble and meek as
was His first coming. There will be no gentle
Infant lying in an obscure manger. His Second
Coming will shake the cosmos in “great power
and glory” (Mk 13:26; ¢f 2 Pt 3:10). Few noticed
Him in Bethlehem; this time “every eye shall see
Him, even of those who” reject Him (Rv 1:7). He
will come as Judge (Jas 5:9). Therefore, repent
now before it’s too late! Reconcile with Jesus
now, for you know not the day nor the hour of
His return (Mk 13:32).

Prayer: Lord Jesus, may | know You as Savior
as well as Judge.

Queridos feligreses,

Mientras continuamos en este mes de Noviembre
dedicado a orar por los difuntos, también debe-
mos mirar esos momentos antes de que una
persona fallezca. Puede surgir la situacion en la
que se nos pida que tomemos decisiones sobre el
"final de la vida" de un ser querido. Como
Catdlicos, creemos que toda vida humana es
sagrada y, por lo tanto, merece nuestro
cuidado y proteccion. Con este principio en
mente, queremos asegurar-nos de tomar las
decisiones correctas y morales con respecto a las
personas con una enfermedad terminal o con
cualquier dolencia grave. La respuesta mundana,
secular y cada vez mas popular en estos dias al
sufrimiento humano es usar una frase como
"calidad de vida", con el resultado final posible-
mente siendo la eutanasia o el suicidio asistido.
No creemos en este tipo de respuesta como
discipulos de Jesucristo. Creemos que el sufti-
miento debe ser aceptado, no evitado, como
Jesus mismo nos mostré al abrazar la Cruz y
luego ensefiarnos a todos a hacer lo mismo. Al
mismo tiempo, cuando un ser querido se man-
tiene con vida a través de "medios extraordina-
rios", podemos optar por abandonar tratamientos
que prolongarian lo inevitable. Por ejemplo,
alguien podria estar en un respirador, y una vez
que se lo quitan, muere de forma natural. Esto
serfa moralmente aceptable debido a los "medios
extraordinarios" involucrados, de mantener vivo
al ser querido a través de una maquina que esta
respirando por la persona. Por otro lado, hubo un
caso famoso que ocurrié en 2005 con Terri
Schiavo en Florida. A Tetri le habian diagnosti-
cado que estaba en un "estado vegetativo persis-
tente". A pesar de que sus padres lucharon por
cuidarla, su marido le quité la sonda de alimen-
tacion, lo que le provocd la muerte de hambre.
En este caso, la sonda de alimentacion era un
"medio ordinario" que mantenia viva a Terri y,
por lo tanto, estaba mal y era inmoral quitarsela.
Si, lamentablemente, surge una situacion en la
que un ser querido esta cerca de morir y es

necesario tomar una decision, tenga en cuenta
que puede acudir a mi como su parroco para
recibir ayuda. jQué Dios los bendiga!
