Twenty-Ninth Sunday in Ordinary Time
October 20, 2024

Dear Parishioners,
Our Lady of Fatima appeared to the three children
Lucia, Francisco and Jacinta, between May 13th
through October 13th, in Fatima, Portugal, in 1917.
Last Sunday, October 13th, was the 107th anniver-
sary of that sixth and final Apparition of Our Lady to
the children. This is an account of Our Lady’s
appearance on that day from “Sr. Lucia’s Memoirs”
(12/8/1941): “We left home quite early, expecting
that we would be delayed along the way. Masses of
people thronged the roads. The rain fell in torrents.
My mother, her heart torn with uncertainty as to
what was going to happen, and fearing it would be
the last day of my life, wanted to accompany me. On
the way, the scenes of the previous month, still more
numerous and moving, were repeated. Not even the
muddy roads could prevent these people from
kneeling in the most humble and suppliant of attitu--
des. We reached the holm oak in the Cova da Iria.
Once there, moved by an interior impulse, I asked
the people to shut their umbrellas and say the Rosa-
ry. A little later, we saw the flash of light, and then
Our Lady appeared on the holm oak. ‘Your Grace,
what do you want of me?’ - ‘I want to tell you that a
chapel is to be built here in my honor. Iam the
Lady of the Rosary. Continue ahways fo pray the
Rosary every day. The war is going to end, and the
soldiers will soon return to their homes.” - ‘I have
many things to ask you: the cure of some sick per-
sons, the conversion of sinners, and other things... -
‘Some yes, but not others. They must amend their
lives and ask forgiveness for their sins.” Looking
very sad, Our Lady said: ‘Do not offend the Lord
our God anymore, because He is already so much
offended.’ Then, opening her hands, she made them
reflect on the sun, and as she ascended, the reflec-
tion of her own light continued to be projected on
the sun itself. Here, Your Excellency, is the reason
why [ cried out to the people to look at the sun. My
aim was not to call theiv attention to the sun, be-
cause I was not even aware of their presence. [ was
moved to do so under the guidance of an interior
impulse. After Our Lady had disappeared into the
immense distance of the firmament, we beheld Saint
Joseph with the Child Jesus and Our Lady robed in
white with a blue niantle, beside the sun. Saint
Joseph and the Child Jesus appeared to bless the
world, for they traced the Sign of the Cross with

their hands. When, a little later, this apparition
disappeared, I saw Our Lord and Our Lady; it
seemed to me that it was Our Lady of Dolours. Our
Lord appeared to bless the world in the same
manner as St. Joseph had done. This apparition also
vanished, and I saw Our Lady once more, this time
resembling Our Lady of Carmel.” Praying the
Reosary, asking forgiveness of the Lord for our
sins and for the sins of others, and knowing that
we are in the Hands of God and our Blessed
Mother - beautiful messages for us to live our lives
by. God Bless!

TAKING IT PERSONALLY

“The Lord was pleased to crush Him in
infirmity.” —Isaiah 53:10

Isaiah prophesied that Jesus would be “pierced for
our offenses, crushed for our sins” (Is 53:5). Jesus
was crushed because “the Lord laid upon Him the
guilt of us all” (Is 53:6). One person’s guilt can
cause him or her to collapse (see Hos 14:2) or even
be crushed. Imagine (if you can) all the weight of
all the guilt of all sins of every person who has
lived or will ever live. Imagine this weight pressing
upon one person at one time. Then you can under-
stand why “so marred was [Jesus’] look beyond that
of man, and His appearance beyond that of mortals”
(Is 52:14). Jesus suffered on the cross more than
can ever be imagined.

Jesus died because of our sins. Consequently, each
of us is partly responsible for Jesus’ brutal death
(Catechism of the Catholic Church, 598). Never-
theless, Jesus suffered dreadfully and died for each
of us personally. Therefore, the least we can do 1s
to:

live lives of thanksgiving to our crucified Savior,
love Him “with all [our] heart, with all [our] soul,
with all [our] strength, and with all [our] mind” (Lk
10:27),

tell as many people as possible about the One Who
has loved us even to death on the cross (see Phil
2:8), and

be willing to die a martyr’s death in imitation of
Jesus.

When a person comes to the realization that he or
she partly caused Jesus’ death and was perfectly
loved by Jesus in His death, that person lives no
longer for himself, “but for Him Who for their
sakes died and was raised up” (2 Cor 5:15). Enter
the new life of the crucified Jesus (Gal 2:19).

Prayer: Father, send the Holy Spirit so that [ will
take Jesus’ crucifixion and death personally.

Promise: “The Son of Man has not come to be
served but to serve — to give His life in ransom for
the many.” —Mk 10:45

Praise: “Give to the Lord, you families of nations,
give to the Lord glory and praise; give to the Lord
the glory due His name!” (Ps 96:7-8)

XXVIII Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
13 de Octubre, 2024

Queridos feligreses,

Nuestra Sefiora de Fatima se apareci6 a los tres ni-
fios Lucia, Francisco y Jacinta, entre el 13 de mayo y
el 13 de octubre, en Fatima, Portugal, en 1917. El
domingo pasado 13 de octubre se cumplid 107 afios
de esa sexta y Gltima Aparicién de Nuestra Sefiora a
los nifios. Este es un relato de la aparicion de Nues-
tra Sefiora ese dia de “Sr. Memorias de Lucia”
(8/12/1941): “Salimos de casa bastante temprano,
pensando gue nos retrasariamos en el camino. Ma-
sas de gente lenaron las calles. La lluwvia caia a
torrentes. Mi madre, con el corazon desgarrado por
la incertidumbre de lo que iba a pasar, y temiendo
que fuera el ultimo dia de mi vida, quiso acompa-
Aiarme. En el camino se repetian las escenas del mes
anterior, aun mds numerosas y conmovedoras. Ni
siquiera los caminos embarrados pudieron impedir
que esta gente se arrvodillara en la mds humilde y
suplicante de las actitudes. Llegamos a la encina de
la Cova da Iria. Una vez alli, movido por un impulso
interior, pedi a la gente que cerrara los paraguas y
rezara el Rosario. Un poco mds tarde, vimos el
destello de luz, y luego aparecio Nuestra Sefiora
sobre la encina. ‘Su Gracia, ;jqué quiere de mi?’ -
‘Quiiero decirle que aqui se va a construir una
capilla en mi honor. Soy la Sefiora del Rosario.
Continuad siempre rezando el Rosario todos los
dias. La guerra va a terminar, y los soldados pronto
volveran a sus casas.” - “Tengo muchas cosas quie
pedirte: la curacion de algunos enfermos, la conver-
sion de pecadores, y otras cosas...” - “Algunas si,
pero no otros. Deben enmendar sus vidas y pedir
perdon por sus pecados”. Con una mirada muy
triste, Nuestra Sefiora dijo: 'No ofendan mds al
Sedior nuestro Dios, porquie El ya estd nuty ofendi-
do’. Entonces, abriendo sus manos, las hizo reflejar-
se en el sol, y mientras ascendia, el reflejo de su
propia luz continuaba proyectandose sobre el mismo
sol. He aqui, Vuestra Excelencia, la razén por la que
clamé a la gente que mirara al sol. Mi objetivo no
era llamar su atencion sobre el sol, porgue ni siguie-
ra estaba consciente de su presencia. Me movic a
hacerlo bajo la guia de un impulso interior. Despuds
qite Nuestra Seiiora hubo desaparecido en la inmen-
sa distancia del firmamento, vinos a San José con el
Nifio Jesiis ya Nuestra Seftora vestida de blanco con
un manto azul, al lado del sol. San José y el Nijio
Jesiis aparecieron para bendecir al mundo, pues

trazaron con sus manos la Sefial de la Cruz.

Cuando, poco después, esta aparicion desaparecio,
vi a Nuestro Sefior ya Nuestra Sefiora; me parecio
que era Nuestra Sefiora de los Dolores. Nuestro
Sefior aparecio para bendeciv al mundo de la misma
manera que lo habia hecho San José. Esta aparicion
también se desvanecio y vi a Nuestra Sefiora una vez
mds, esta vez parecida a Nuestra Sefiora del
Carmen’”. Rezar el Rosario, pedir perdoén al Sefior
por nuestros pecados y por los pecados de los
demas, y saber que estamos en las Manos de Dios
y de nuestra Santisima Madre, hermosos mensajes
para que vivamos nuestras vidas. jDios los bendiga!
