Twenty-Sixth Sunday in Ordinary Time
September 29, 2024

Dear Parishioners,

As we close out the month of September and begin
the month of October, the Church celebrates some
very important Saints. September 29th is the
Feast Day of the Archangels Michael, Gabriel
and Raphael. St. Michael is a powerful inter-
cessor against satan and his forces of evil. Here at
St. John the Baptist, we pray the "St. Michael" pra-
yer at the end of daily Mass, continuing a tradition
in the Church that Pope Leo XIII instituted from
1884 to 1964. St. Gabriel delivered the Good
News of Salvation to our Blessed Mother with the
words, "Hail Mary, full of grace, the Lord is with
you". He can intercede for us to be better evange-
lizers, communicating clearly and courageously
the Good News to others. St. Raphael is known for
healing, and intercedes powerfully for us and
others when we seek his assistance. On Septem-
ber 30th, we celebrate St. Jerome (347-420), the
great biblical scholar who translated the Bible into
Latin, as well as writing many commentaries on
the Bible. He can intercede for us to have a greater
love for the Sacred Scriptures, to study it more, as
well as model our lives after the wisdom contained
within it. October 1st is the Feast Day of St.
Therese of Liseux (1873-1897). We have two
statues of St. Therese here in our parish (one near
the Baptismal font inside the church and the other
statue in the area between the church and rectory).
She can intercede for us in living a simple life,
following her "Little Way" of loving God and one
another. October  2nd is the Feast Day of the
Guardian Angels. Each of us have a guardian
angel that watches over us every day. It is a good
practice to talk to them cach day and ask for their
help. October 4th is the feast day of one of my
favorite Saints - St. Francis of Assisi (1181-
1226). We also have his statue in our church. He is
known to most for his great love for animals, and
while that is true, much more importantly, St.
Francis had a passionate love for God who created
the animals. The animals even recognized his
holiness. On that same note, we will have our
annual Blessing of the Animals at 11:30am, on
Saturday, October 5th, in the yard next to the

church. On October 5th, the Church celebrates
the Feast of St. Faustina Kowalska. St. Faustina
was born in 1905 in Poland and entered the
Congregation of the Sisters of Our Lady of Mercy
at 20 years old. During her next 13 years as a
religious sister, Jesus would appear to her and
reveal His Divine Mercy. My brothers and sisters,
Jet us read more about our Hall of Fame members
- the Saints, ask their intercession upon our lives,
and follow their example as disciples of Jesus
Christ. God bless!

THE DISCARD PILE?

“Stop them.” —Numbers 11:28

In today’s Mass readings, several people
wanted to discard others who were different
from them. Joshua wanted to discard Eldad
and Medad (Nm 1 1:27-28). St. John the
Apostle wanted to discard those who were
ministering in Jesus’ name but weren’t of the
company of the apostles (Mk 9:38). The
secular culture would have us discard Jesus, a
life based on faith, restrictions on pleasure-
secking, and even the words “sin” and
“holiness.”

However, Jesus had different ideas about what
was to be discarded; He wanted to discard
anything which caused people to lead others
into sin (Mk 9:42-47). The author of the book
of James wanted people to discard unjust use
of money (Jas 5:21f) and a lifestyle of pleasure
which discarded concern for the poor (Jas 5:4-
6). Pope Francis has frequently spoken against
“a culture of waste,” which discards people, in
particular the marginalized.

When we renew our Baptismal promises each
year at the Easter liturgies, we renounce, that
is discard, Satan, all his works, and all his
empty promises. What would Jesus have you
discard today? Are there any attitudes, sins,
attachments, and addictions He wants you to
discard? Let us discard the correct things and
retain all that is of God.

Prayer: Father, may I be a good steward who
keeps exactly what You wish (Mt 13:52) and
discards nothing You want me to retain (Lk
13:9).

Promise: “The fear of the Lord is pure,
enduring forever.” —Ps 19:10

Praise: Praise You, risen Jesus! “Absolute
fullness resides in” You (Col 1:19). Alleluia!

Sin embargo, Jests tenia ideas diferentes sobre lo
que debia descartarse; El queria descartar cualquier
cosa que hiciera que las personas lle-varan a otros
al pecado (Mc 9:42-47). El autor del libro de San-
tiago queria que la gente descar-tara el uso injusto
del dinero (Stg 5:2ss) y un estilo de vida placentero
que descartaba la pero-cupacion por los pobres (Sig
5:4-6). El Papa Francisco ha hablado frecuentemen-
te en contra de “una cultura del despilfarro”, que
descarta a las personas, en particular a los
marginados.

Descarte-
mos lo cosas incorrectas y conservemos todo lo que
es de Dios.
