Thirtieth Sunday in Ordinary Time
October 27, 2024

Dear Parishioners,
We begin this month of November with two very
important days in the life of the Church. First, there
is the Solemnity of All the Saints, which we will
celebrate this coming Friday. It is a “Holy Day of
Obligation”, and there will be two opportunities for
you to show your love for our Lord, with the 8am
Mass in English or the 7pm Bilingual Mass. There
is a big Catholic party happening right now in
Heaven. Men and women, who although sinners like
all of us, persevered in running the race on earth,
keeping their faith strong until the end when God
called them Home to Himself. They are now with
the Lord, enjoying the Beatific Vision. The Saints
have been given to us as role models and examples
to follow, as well as intercessors for us and our
needs. They want us to join them in Heaven, and to
do this, we must also become Saints by striving for
sanctity here on earth. A Franciscan priest once told
me to always keep in mind the Saints, reading about
their lives, and asking for their intercession in our
lives. This coming Saturday, November 2nd is the
“Commemoration of All the Faithful Departed", also
known as All Souls Day. There will be the regular
8am Bilingual Mass. All Souls Day is a day in
which we pray for all those who have died, to now
be in Heaven with God. In our society today, many
people have the misconception that once a loved one
passes away, they automatically go right to Heaven.
While this is the ultimate goal of our lives - to see
God face to face and be with Him forever in all
eternity in Heaven, the reality is that when we come
to that final point of our earthly lives with death, we
may not be ready to see God face to face. God will
be the ultimate Judge of whether or not our souls
will have already been "perfectly purified” when we
die. Even very holy souls like St. John Paul 1I and
St. Mother Teresa asked people to pray for them
after their death, because they knew that they were
sinners in need of God's mercy. If we do not go
straight to Heaven, where do we go when we die?
“The Church gives the name Purgatory to this final
purification of the elect, which is entirely different
from the punishment of the damned” (Catechism
#1031). Purgatory is a femporary stop on the way to
Heaven. This is why we have Masses, prayers, and
sacrifices offered for the souls of our faithful
departed. The Masses help our loved ones get to

Heaven if they are not already there. If they are
already in Heaven, we do not "/lose” anything,
because our loved ones are then praying for us. 1
would like to encourage you to have Masses said
for your departed loved ones. There are still many
weekday Masses that have no specific intention
assigned to them. Even if you can't physically be
present at a certain Mass during the week, you can
still have the Mass offered for an intention. God
Bless!

AN EYE-OPENING NOVENA

“ ‘Rabboni,” the blind man said, ‘I want
to see.’ Jesus said in reply, ‘Be on your
way! Your faith has healed you.’
Immediately he received his sight and
started to follow Him up the road.” —
Mark 10:51-52

To live God’s Word (see Jas 1:22), we must
pray God’s Word. I invite you to pray a
novena to be free from spiritual blindness.

For nine days, pray: “I want to see” (Mk
10:51).

Most Christians believe that other people,
including their spouses, family members,
neighbors, and fellow workers, need to see
much better spiritually. The sin, injustice,
abortion, racism, and oppression in our
culture of death prove that we live in an
epidemic of spiritual blind-ness. Never-
theless, we find it difficult to believe that we
are spiritually blind or even that we have
planks in our eyes while others may have
only specks in theirs (Mt 7:5). We are
tempted to react like the Pharisees when

they said to Jesus: “You are not calling us
blind, are You?” (Jn 9:40)

You may be so holy that you are not
spiritually blind. Yet are you certain that you
have 20/20 vision spiritually? If you’re blind
to being blind, you are trapped. If you’re not
sure you have 20/20 spiritual vision, pray
the novena to be freed from spiritual
blindness. Try to go to Mass daily or as
often as possible. Go to Confession. Pray
daily: “I want to see.” Invite others to join
you. Write and tell us the good news.

Prayer: Father, in this novena teach me
about myself.

Promise: “I will gather them from the ends
of the world, with the blind and the lame in
their midst.” —Jer 31:8

Praise: Praise Jesus, our risen Lord and
Love! Alleluia!
