Dear Parishioners,
As we prepare to begin our new Catechetical
Year for our young people in a few weeks, I
would like to share with you the following
article from the Editorial section of our local
RI Catholic newspaper, entitled, Parents are
the primary religious educators of their
children: “The summer has flown by at the
speed of light (as it always seems to), and a
new school year is about to begin. Under-
standably, most parents want to send their
- children to the best schools - with the best
teachers, the best curricula, the best sports
programs and extracurricular activities. What
- a significant number of parents do not have is
a similar desire with respect to their children’s
religious formation and education. Religious
education directors will often complain that,
Jor many families in their parishes, attendance
at Sunday Mass and participation in the CCD
program are relatively low on the priority list
(if they 're on it at all!). Competitive sports,
social activities - or simply the desire for a few
more hours of sleep on Sundays - are all
deemed more important than growing in the
knowledge and love of the Lord. Parents need
to remember that they are the primary reli-
gious educators of their children, and that
much of the education given to children comes
Jfrom parental example. What parents value
and cherish, in all likelihood their children will
come to value and cherish. As Catholics,
nothing should be valued and cherished more
than our relationship with the God who
created and redeemed us. If a child doesn 't
attend the most prestigious grade school or
college, he or she might experience some
negative temporal consequences in this life.
But if a child fails to come to know, love and
serve the King of kings and the Lord of lords,
the consequences are likely to be eternal.

Which should be all the motivation Catholic
parents need to make Sunday Mass and the
religious education of their children their top
priority!” My brothers and sisters, all
children are expected to be in the Religious
Education program, even if they are notin a
Sacramental year preparing to receive the
Sacrament of First Holy Communion or
Confirmation. By bringing your child to Mass
AND religious education classes each and
every week, you are truly fulfilling your
parental roles as the primary religious
educators of your children. God bless!

THE PRIVILEGE OF SUFFERING

(PHIL 1:29)
“He began to teach them that the Son of Man
had to suffer much, be rejected by the elders,
the chief priests, and the scribes, be put to
death, and rise three days later. He said these
things quite openly.” —Mark 8:31-32
Jesus is very open about the fact that we will
have to suffer and bear our “share of the
hardship which the gospel entails” (2 Tm 1:8).
He bluntly states that we who follow Him must
deny ourselves and take up the cross (Mk 8:34).
Suffering is the way of salvation, necessary for
the completion of God’s plan of salvation. We
fill up in our own flesh “what is lacking in the
sufferings of Christ for the sake of His body,
the Church” (Col 1:24). |

This does not mean that all suffering is God’s
will. Jesus repeatedly took people out of
suffering by healing and delivering them. Every
hospital, doctor’s office, and social service
agency exists to alleviate suffering. Yet some
sufferings are in the pattern of Jesus’ death
(Phil 3:10). These we should not relieve but
accept as our sharing in the sufferings of Christ
(see Rm 8:17).

“See to it none of you suffers for being a
murderer, a thief, a malefactor, or a destroyer of
another’s rights. If anyone suffers for being a
Christian, however, he ought not to be ashamed.
He should rather glorify God in virtue of that
name” (1 Pt 4:15-16).

Prayer: King Jesus, may I be found worthy of
Your kingdom and suffer for it (2 Thes 1:5).

Promise: “The Lord God is my Help, therefore
I am not disgraced; I have set my face like flint,

knowing that I shall not be put to shame.” —Is
50:7

Praise: “We praise You, the Lord God
Almighty, Who is and Who was. You have
assumed Your great power, You have begun
Your reign” (Rv 11:17).

Queridos feligreses:

Mientras nos preparamos para comenzar nuestro nue-
vo Afio Catequético para nuestros nifios y jovenes en
unas pocas semanas, me gustaria compartir con ustedes
el siguiente articulo de la seccion Editorial de nuestro
periédico catdlico local de RI, titulado Los padres son
los principales educadores religiosos de sus hijos:

Si un nifio no asiste a la escue-
la primaria o universidad mds prestigiosa, puede expe-
rimentar algunas consecuencias temporales negativas
en esta vida. Pero si un nifio no llega a conocer, amar
y servir al Rey de reyes y Sefior de sefiores, es proba-
ble que las consecuencias sean eternas. ;Esta deberia
ser toda la motivacion que necesitan los padres caidli-
cos para hacer de la Misa dominical y la educacion
religiosa de sus hijos su mdxima prioridad!”
